Rules for Submitting the Manuscripts
to the Academic Journal “Bulletin of the Research Institute

of the Humanities by the Government of the Republic of Mordovia”

The Editorial Board welcomes to cooperation of scholars who contribute to the development of regional humanities. Original
papers in such scientific fields as History and Archaeology, Economics, Philology, submitted for publication for the first time, are
accepted.

Authors submit their manuscripts in conformity with the following rules and recommendations:

1. All manuscripts are submitted to the journal in printed (1 copy) and electronic form.



2. Two reviews signed by independent reviewers and certified with the official seal of the institution and a letter of
recommendation of the scientific supervisor (for postgraduate students only) should be submitted with the manuscript.

3. The language for all publications is Russian. All manuscripts submitted in English are put to translation. The authors may do it
themselves and submit the Russian variant of the manuscript for publication or apply to the editors for the help with translation
from English into Russian.

4. The main text of the manuscript should not exceed 40000 characters with spaces (12 — 24 pages).

5. The paper should be formatted in MS Office Word 2003 and typed one-and-a-half-spaced with Times New Roman 14-pt font.
The paper size is A4 with margins: left — 3 cm, right and top — 2 cm, bottom — 2,5 cm, indention of the first line is 1,25 cm.

All papers should include:

1) initials and surname(s) of the author(s) in Russian and in English;

2) paper title in Russian and in English;

3) at the most 7 key words or brief phrases in Russian and in English;

4) abstract containing a maximum of 500 characters with spaces in Russian and in English;
5) main text;

6) bibliographic references;

7) appendices (if any);

8) information about the author(s).

6. Figures:

should be inserted into the text as MS Word Picture. All titles are typed with Times New Roman 12-pt font and inserted inside
figures under the picture;

in printed version width of figures should not exceed width of the text;

they should be referred to in the main text.

7. Formulas and letter symbols in the text:

should be formatted in MS Equation. Font for Greek letters is Symbol, for others — Times New Roman, the main point size is 14;
letter symbols of the Latin and Greek alphabets should be typed in italics, as well as those of Cyrillic — in direct print;
when selecting the units of measurement it is recommended to adhere to International System of Units.

8. Tables:

should be prepared in MS Word Table and typed with Times New Roman 12-pt font;

may have titles, typed with lower case letters in bold Times New Roman 12-pt font;

should be placed in the main text after the reference.

9. Bibliographic references:

should be typed with Times New Roman 12-pt font, surnames and initials of the authors are in bold,;

should be listed at the end of the manuscript and numbered consecutively as they are mentioned in the main text;

should be prepared in accordance with GOST R 7.0.5—2008 “Bibliograficheskaya ssylka. Bibliograficheskoe opisanie. Obschie
trebovaniya i pravila sostavleniya”, for example:

At the same time it is determined whether the manuscript meets the thematic requirements and submission rules.

In any case of editorial decision not to accept the submitted manuscript for publication the author is given a reasoned response.

4. A referee is selected among recognized experts on the subject of peer-reviewed materials with profound knowledge and
experience in the particular scientific field, which have publications on the subject of the article under review for the last three
years.

If the editors have no case to select the expert who is qualified to review the research reported in the manuscript, the executive
secretary may request the authors to provide an independent review. At the discretion of the authors independent reviews can be
provided when submitting manuscripts, however, it is not ruled out the established procedure of reviewing.

Neither the author nor co-authors can be a referee of the manuscript under review.

5. Referees are notified that all manuscripts they received for reviewing are the intellectual property of the authors and must be
treated as confidential documents which are not subject to disclosure.

6. In each case the executive secretary names the period of reviewing to meet necessary conditions for publication of the paper in
the shortest possible time.

The final part of the review should contain substantiated conclusion about the manuscript as a whole and a recommendation to the
editors to publish the paper or to revise it (pointing out inaccuracies and errors the author made) and re-review after the
improvement, or to reject the manuscript.

9. The executive secretary informs the author about the result of reviewing. A copy of the review or a reasoned rejection to
publish the paper is sent to the author.

10. If there is a recommendation to revise and improve the manuscript in the review, the executive secretary sends the author a
copy of the review and requests him to take the remarks into account while improving the manuscript or to refute them (partially
or completely) convincingly. The revised manuscript is sent for re-reviewing to the referee who made critical remarks or at the
discretion of the editors to another reviewer. If the author disagrees with the remarks of the referee he may apply for re-reviewing
the manuscript or withdraw it.

In case of negative evaluation of the manuscript (recommendation that it is inexpedient to publish the paper) the referee should
give supporting arguments to such a conclusion. A copy of the review is sent to the author and he is requested to revise the article
and resubmit it in accordance with established procedure.

Anyhow the editors reserve the right to reject the manuscripts submitted to the journal if the authors are unable or unwilling to
take into account remarks made in the reviews.

11. When discussing the contents of the next issue of the journal the Editorial Board makes decision whether the reviewed
materials should be published. The executive secretary informs the author and names the time of publication. The order and
priority of publication of the paper are determined depending on the significance and relevance of scientific problems, as well as
on the volume of published materials and a list of sections in each particular issue.
